
Daily Weather Data Collection sheet Directions:  

1. Type your name on the sheet, then the name of the capital and the country you are studying. 
2. Click on Dashboard 
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in the dock to bring the Dashboard window to the front.

3. If the Weather Channel Widget is not already open in the Dashboard, click the open button  
[image: image2] in the lower, left corner of the screen to view the Widget Bar.
4.  Click on The Weather Channel Widget  
[image: image3] in the Widget Bar to open the widget.
5.  Move your arrow to the top of the widget to activate and click the information button 
[image: image4]. 
6. On the back of the widget type the name of your capital and then the country. (Some countries only need to have the name of the capital entered.) Click the Save button when you are finished. 
7. On the front of the widget click the 10 Day button  
[image: image5] to open Safari and see a 10-day forecast on The Weather Channel Website. 
8. Enter the information from the web page in the table. Start entering informati[image: image1][image: image9.png]saiEis pawin



on for the first day the temperature highs and lows are available. Remember to write the dates in the Date boxes, for example, 6/25/07 and to label your number entries with the correct symbols. (The option key and number 0 will create a degree sign.)
9. Use the Calculator Widget  
[image: image6] to figure out the difference between the high and low temperatures.
10. Move the weather symbols at the bottom to the chart to indicate what the weather is like. If you need more copies of a symbol  click on the symbol to select it and then go to Edit copy and then Edit paste. (Or hold the command key (⌘) and C to Copy and ⌘ and V to paste.) Move the symbol to the correct spot in the table.
11. Next, click on Google Earth  in the dock  to see where your capital and country are located. Begin to think about why the capital has the weather it does. For example, is the capital near the equator or perhaps is it near water? How does its location affect its weather?
